
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR TOWN HALL USE 
 
 
The City of Fort Bragg, its employees, officers and volunteers are not responsible for 
and shall be held harmless and fully indemnified by the user for any claims arising out of 
accidents, personal injury, damage to or loss of personal property, or wrongful death 
that occur during or result partially or entirely from use of City facilities.  The 
indemnification provided by this paragraph shall cover all acts whether negligent, 
grossly negligent or intentional.  The City shall be allowed to select legal counsel and be 
reimbursed for legal costs for any matter covered by this paragraph.  Proof of liability 
insurance on City approved forms (see “Insurance Forms” link) naming the City of Fort 
Bragg as Additional Insured must be submitted to the City prior to the commencement 
of any function.  
Applicant shall provide limits not less than $1,000,000 combined single limit per 
occurrence for bodily injury, personal injury and property damage. In the event liquor is 
to be served or sold, the insurance certificate shall include evidence of liquor liability.  
Special event liability insurance may be purchased through the City’s insurance carrier.
