CIRCUMSTANCES:

On April 21, 2015 officers of the Fort Bragg Police Department took two
reports of vehicle theft. The first incident occurred at 2:42 p.m. when a grey
Toyota Tacoma pick up was taken from the parking lot of Safeway (660 S.
Main St.). The second incident occurred at 5:37 p.m. when a white Ford
Expedition was taken from the parking lot of CVS (150 S. Main St.). The
owner of the Toyota pickup reported leaving the key in the ignition while he
entered Safeway. The driver of the Ford Expedition reported possibly
dropping the vehicle keys when exiting the vehicle. As officers continued
searching for the two missing vehicles, both were located parked and
unoccupied in a covered parking garage for an apartment complex located
at 151 S. McPherson Street, parked alongside one another.

Video surveillance obtained from a tenant of the apartment complex
showed a white male adult driving the Toyota pickup truck into the parking
garage being followed by a dark green four door sedan driven by a white
female adult. Approximately two hours later, the same video surveillance
captured images of the same white male adult driving the white Ford
Expedition to the same location, and parking the vehicle next to the Toyota
pickup truck, then leaving on foot. Both vehicles had personal property
taken from them prior to the suspect fleeing. Officers are following up on
leads to discover the identity of the two suspects. Anyone with information
regarding these two separate incidents is requested to contact the Fort
Bragg Police Department dispatch at 707-964-0200.
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
