CIRCUMSTANCES: 
On April 26, 2015 at approximately 11:15 p.m., Officers of the Fort Bragg 
Police Department were flagged down by a pedestrian who advised he had 
observed a fire under the north end of the Noyo Bridge. Upon arrival, 
officers discovered that someone had ignited the foam insulation between 
the joints of the bridge. The reporting party advised he had extinguished 
much of the fire with his own drinking water, and then ran to summon 
assistance. 
 
The fire was completely extinguished with the assistance of the Fort Bragg 
Fire Department. This area beneath the north footing of the bridge is 
known to be frequented by transients and is a high foot traffic area. There 
did not appear to be serious damage to the bridge or supporting structures. 
 
Currently there are no suspects or leads in this case. The Fort Bragg
