As an overview….  Recyclables are global commodities.  Most – not all, are traded on the global commodity market.  
In fact, when it comes to recycling, what happens in the U.S. does not stay in the U.S.  In 2017, recyclables were the largest export by weight from the U.S.  Yep - we exported more paper, plastic and metal than agricultural or forest products, computers or cars.
And, for years, China consumed over 50% of the world’s paper and plastic.  Not just from the U.S., but Europe, Australia and  Japan.  As a resource poor country, China relied on this feedstock to manufacture the products and goods that they sold across the globe, which in turn grew their economy.  
Fast forward to 2017, and the attention on their poor air quality, in particular, forced their government to take action.  So 2 years ago, the government began to restrict imports of recyclables. 
Doing this reduced the world’s markets for recycled paper and plastic.  Unfortunately, there is not enough capacity in the world the world to replace those lost when China closed its doors.  
This reduced demand has resulted in low commodity values and increased quality requirements – which in turn has increased the cost of recycling. As a result, recycling costs more today than it did 2 years ago.
